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1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this manual is to provide the documentation for training and reference in usiiag the Al
bama electronic crash (eCrash) system for collectingatating the data elements that describe motor
vehicle crashes that occur within the State of Alabama. The eCrash system is a major innovation in tr
it enables the entry of this important data as close to the crash scene as possible, thus assuaieg comp
ness, consistency and fewer interpretation errors. It is important that law enforcement officers who ar
going to be using eCrash become familiar with the information in this User Guide so that theiecrash r
ports are completed and submitted prope@yce this familiarity is attained, the User Guide should be
retained for reference purpose. It is also accessible in its respective parts by clicking the appropriate
help button on any eCrash screen.

At the same time that the state moves to eCrastalso adopting a new set of data elements that co

ply with standards that have been set by the federal government to assure that all states are collecting
uniform minimal set of crash data. The meaning and interpretation of these data elementsibesl des

in a separate document called #@rash Data Element Guigehich is concerned with selecting and
entering the proper data element values within eCrash as opposed to the operational aspects of eCras
that are covered here. Both of these docunaetessential to proper eCrash use, and both cast be a
cessed using the eCrash help capabilities.

This introductory section continues witlsabsection (1.19n the overall process. Essentially the steps
described tarein reference the major sections of the User Guide and provide an overview of the entire
process. Users are strong encouraged to be familiar with this section. Finally, some history-and refe
ences for more help is provided$ection 1.2







1.1 eCrash: Process Summary (Quickstart )

This sectioris meant to be a reminder of the process you go through whenthisM@VE and
eCrash program to aaplete a crash form. Théser Guidewill go into theprocess irmuch
moredetail, but for aquick reminderyou can easilyefer to this sectianThe quick summary of
the steps follows

Scan all of the drivefdicenses that are available

If necessary, search for information on LETS.

Findyour GPS Location.

Complete the crash form

Validate the form data and correct all errors to create the record.
Transfer the record and submit it for supervisory approval.
Correct any faults in the record found by your supervisor.

2. Use LETS to search forinformation on individuals who have Alabama Driversd
Licenses. If you have access to ti@ernet as well as ¢happropriate login infe
mation,LETS can be used to access both Driver and Vehicle informdtiémS can
be set up to run automatically once a license is scaamebok once data is entered in
the Quick License and Quick Tag blanksVMIOVE. To save time, gther vehiclen-
formation from LETS for all of the vehicles involved in the crasbne time See
Section 2.4or more information on this process.

3. Lock in your GPS location. Be sure thayour vehicle is as close to the proximity of the
crash as possible and then lock itindoy i cki ng the ASave Current
Once your location has been determined, you will want to be sure to include it on the
crash form.The GPS coordinas required by the AUTCR are those of the crash, not the
location where you fill out the form or the office, so lock in the GPS coordinates at the
crash location onlySeeSection2.6for more information on this process.



. Completethe crash recordby moving through the various sections of the form

as displayed in the eCrash program.The crash recori$ divided up into a number

of sections that will need to be filled out before thesbrform is complete. The

number of sectiondhait must be completed depemsthe number of units involved

in the crash. All sections that must be completed are shown in the outline along the
left side of the eCrash prograntee Sectiorns.2through6.1 for more information

on this process.

. Once you first completethe crash form,go back andwork your way through

any errors that still remain. All of these errors will appear in a list at the bottom of
the screen underneath the crash form. Each error must be rdselossithe form

can be submitted to your supervisor for reviesee Sectiofi.2for more information
on this process.

. Once you have validated and saved the crash recordransfer it so that it can be
approved by your supervisor. Thisis doneby clicking thebutton within your
eCrash progranbut thisrequires anriternet connectionThis can either be doraé-
ter completingeach cashreport or at the end of your shifeee Sectiof.4for more
information on this process.

If your supervisorfinds any errors in the report it will be returned to you for
changesand/or corrections. You cancheckon-line for any crash forms that have
been returnetbr correction This should be doneaeh time you login to eCrash

Any crash form that has been returned to you will show up in the Error Manager list.
Once all errors are corrected and it is accepted bysupervisor, it will be transri

ted to the central database in Montgome®ge Section3.3, 4.1, and6.4for more n-
formation on this process.

If you need to print a crash form,that can be done from eCraslafter a form has
been approved by your supervisor.If you would like to print a crash form, ensure
that you are connected to thedrnetthenopen the crash form and click thenri
button in eCrash. The system will go out to thieinet and make seithat an p-
proved version of the crasbrm exists. If it does, it will print the recarbee Se
tion 7.1for more information on this process.



1.2 Getting Started

In 2003 the eCit¢electronic citationprogram was introduced in the state of Alababegn-
ning withthe Heflin weigh sdtion. This program allowsfficersto utilize a license scanner,
GPS device and laptop to write a traffic citation quickly and e&sity theirvehicles. By 2007
this piogram was deploykto every state troopeand it isnow being rolled outo other law a-
forcement agencies throughout the state.

The need for a similar program for processing crashes utilizing the same equipmalsowas
recognizedand at about thisasne timethe state of Alabama made tii@al decision to move to

a new version of the craséportform. Called the Alabama Uniform Traffic Crash Report
(AUTCR), the data elements for this updated repareunder development for some timé

was finalized in 2008 for full deployment in 2009. The eCrash program developed and being
deployed to officere the state of Alabama totally supports the AUTCR

The purpose of this User Guide is to direct reporting officers through all phases sé thietive
eCrash data entry program. It is not intended to demonstrate the meaning of the varidus data e
ements in the AUTCR. A separate documexndts for that purpose, and eCrash users should
thoroughly understand these data elembatere attemptingp create a crash record with

eCrash. This User Guide assumes that the reporting officers undenstaredv version of the

crash report. It focuses especiallpn how to use the eCrash programmichcanreduce the time

and effort required for the offersto completecrash repod over manual methods

2 MOVE AND LETS

2.1 Opening MOVE

To use any of the eCrash, eCite, LETS and/or Log Book programs, open the Mobile Officer Vi
tual Environment (MOVE). This single program automates most of your data entry needs while
integrating the various searches and entries. The following consideratiogsaidalyou

3. After you scan the license, you will heabeep. This lets you know that the license
has been scanned correctly and the process is beginning. Once the scan has been
completed, the individuavill be added to your BcentDataList. Accessing info
mation in the Recer@atalL ist will be discusseth more detail below

4. If your scan returns a message that says "The page cannot be displayed”, then you
likely do not have a connection to the LETS progrdheck to see if you have a
wireless signallf LETS returns results with the DL#, DL ST, and all other
fields blank, then the tag or license is not in the LETS system. Check to see if it is an
Alabama license and that you typed or scanned it correctly. If it is an Alabama license
and you typed it correctly, then suspect a forgery or gitadslem with the license.

Another common cause of problems with the scanner is the Velcro used to attach it to
the dashboard or tray of the vehicle. When you attach the scanner in your car, please
ensure that you do not cover any openings on the bottom of your scanner. This can
cause the scanner to malfunction.

If you still have problems with your scanner, please contact technical support.

2.5 Training Mode

2.6 GPS Coordinates Software

If your vehicle is in very closproximity to the crash, take advantage of that fact to capture and
save your current GPS locatiolt.is important to save thenew GPS position every time you

go toa newcrashlocation. Also, be sure that these updated location coordinates are tran
ferred into the crash record.

As time passes, you will have a lot of crash reports to sort through to find the report you need to
open. To help this, eCrash has a filter box that allows you search for a specific crash report. For
instance, if you know the last name of a person involved, you may type that name ared your r

port list will be filtered by that last name.

You have the abily to open a previously saved crash report, a transferred crash report, and a
crash report that has been rejected or reassigned. Notice that the reports are grouped according
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to the type of report. Therare multiple types of reportJransferred, Rejged/Reassigned
New, etc.

You also have the ability to delete a crash report from your computer.

NOTE: If you delete a crash reptinat is already transferred, you will not delete the report from
the server. You can alwaysdewnload the reportta later date.

3.4 How to amend a crash report or make an error correction

From Time to time, you are required to amend a previously completed (transferred) crash report
(e.g. delayed fatality). To amend a crash regartply follow these steps:

Warnings, while important to fix, can be present during a transfer.
